1. Effective 29 May 2009 theU.S. Pogal Service (USPS)
stoppel printing pendty mail stamps(i.e. - the eagle stamps
commonly received from the Auxiliary Nationd Supply Cen-
ter (ANSC)). TheUSPS continuel to provide these stampsas
longas stocks were available, but ultimately shifted to com-
mercial posage stamps Commercial pogage stampsare no
different than the stampstha the USPS offers consumers.

2. ANSC il has a condderable supply of pendty mail
stampsin stock and will continueto distribute them for Auxil-
iary use until that stock isdepleted. At tha point, ANSC will
begin providing commercia podage stampsin repons to
Auxiliary orders. Thisis expected to begin later this summer,
2011.

3. Commercia podage stampsshdl be subject to the same
policies and practices for usage as pendty mail stamps They
shdl only beused by Auxiliarists for the suppot of official
busness assodated with thar Auxiliary activities. Because
commercia podage stampsobtained from ANSC can beso
easily integrated with persond mailings it will beeven more
incumbent uponAuxiliarists to exercise utmog care, attention,
and integrity in there restricted application for official bus-
ness pumpaoses. Aswith other material orders submitted to
ANSC, flotillalevel authority to order stampsremainslimited
to theFlotilla Commande (FC) and Flotilla Staff Officer for
Materials (FSO-MA) (seethe ANSC Catalog at:
http://www.uscg.mil/auxiliary/pulicationgdefault.asp for a
complete listing of ANSC ordering authority). Provisionsof
section 5.F. of theCoast Guard Auxiliary Manud (Comman-
dant Ingruction 167901 series), which deals with official
busness mail, al'so remain applicable.

4. Onbehdf of theCoast Guard'sMail and Shipping Man-
ager, thefollowinginformationis provided to hdp guide us-
age and handling of official busness mail in the course of
your Auxiliary activities:

a. Inafficient pogagewill result in either the recipi-
ent paying posage dueuponddivery, or themail piece being
returned to the originaor for additiond pogage

b. Pricingand shape structure guiddines tha went
into effect in May 2008affect all units tha generate officia
mail. Previoudy, thefirst classrate was thesamefor al types
of mail. Nowadays, adigtinctionis madefor letter, flats, and
pacels. Thenew shgpebased ratesreflect the differencein
processing cogs uniqueto each mail shgpe

¢. Themaximumweightfor letter-sized mail is 3.5
oz at acog of 95 cents. Any letter-sized piece exceeding this
limit, will becharged at thefirst class "flats' rate, which is
almog doubk thecog of theletter rate.

d. A letter printed onan 8.5 x 11inch pgper weigh-
ing 1 oz or less and mailed unfolded cogs the mailer 88 cents.
If thesame letter were folded and placed in an envelopemeas-
uring nomore than 6-1/8 inches by 11-1/2 inches, the cog
would be 44 cents - asavingsof 50 percent. All documents
that can befolded withoutnegative impact should befolded to
fit into smaller envdopes. Use envelopes measuring 6-1/8 x
11-1/2 inches, asthis keepsthemail piece in the"letter-sized"
rate category, provided you do not exceed theweight limit of
3.5 ounges.

FLOOTING DEBRIS

It might seem logical tha striking fixed objects such as piers
in addition to other boas (allusonsand collisiong would be
themod common cause for damage claims, but according to
the April issueof Seaworthy, the BoatU.S. Marinelnsurance
and Damage Avoidance Report, it's actudly striking sub-
merged objects, which indudes running aground Oneway to
avoid floaing debrisin ariver or bay isto wait severa days
after aperiod of heavy rainin order to give logs branches, and
other debristime to wash downstream. It also hdpsto reduce
speed and pog asharp lookoutat the bow for surface irregu-
larities such asripples or swirls. If youdofed or hear
aburmp, turn off theengineimmediately. After checkingthe
bilgeand bdow for possible leaks, ingect the prop and out
drivefordamage If aneor lineisfoulingyou propyou
may beable to unwrap it or cut it off. Groundingscan be
avoided by monitoring depth sounde readingsand making
sure thereadingscorrespondwith those on your plotter or nau
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tical charts. If thereadingsdon'tmatch, theboa may beout
of thedesired channd or off course. Keepingin mind exactly
where thetransducer islocated relative to the bottom of the
keel isaso critical. If thedepth sounde gives areading of
five feet butyouforge tha thetransducer istwo feet above
thekeel bottom, then agroundingis much more likely. How-
ever, even a seasonal skippe can end up going aground,and
when that hgppensit'simportant to react methodically.  After
checking the bilge and bdow for leaks, restart the engine,
raise the outdrive a bit, and back off dowly. It'swiseto keep
an eye onthetemperature gaugewhile doing this, as red lining
could indicate tha mud or sand is beng sucked into theen-
gine If that doesn't work, shiftingweight by relocating pas-
senge's or stowage may do thetrick, or it may befeasible dur-
ing an incomingtideto break outthe sandwiches and wait an
houror so for thewater level torise. Attemptingto throttle up
and power off ahead after groundingis notadvised, as more
damage can occur to the hull, running gear, and engine. Fi-
ndly, whether you return to your marinaunassisted or with a
tow, continueto check for leaks while undeway and periodi-
cally after docking; jus because a damaged boa doesn't take
onwater while undeway doesn't mean it won'twhen it's
doked.
